e FORMAT OF PLAY: This is a 36 hole Stroke Play event. The Tournament committee

reserves the right to shorten the tournament due to inclement weather or unplayable
conditions due to inclement weather or adverse conditions.

CONDITIONS OF COMPETITION: USGA Rules of Golf effective January 2016 govern play
1. Specifications of Clubs and the Ball
a) Only drivers on the current USGA List of Conforming Driver Heads may be used.
b) Only golf balls on the current USGA list of Conforming Golf Balls may be used.
Penalty for use of clubs not on the above list(s) - Disqualification.

2. No practice between holes: Between the play of two holes, a player shall not play any practice
stroke on or near the putting green of the hole last played.

3. Devices that measure distance only will be allowed. Devices that have slope measuring
capability are not allowed. GPS devices that have multi function capabilities (i-phone, smart
phone, i-pad etc.) are not allowed.

4. Pace of Play. All players are asked to finish their round in 4 ¥ hours or less.

5. Upon Completion of Round, players should proceed directly to the designated “scoring
area/table”.

6. Signed and attested scorecards must be turned in within 10 minutes of completion of round.
Subject to disqualification.

7. TIES: Winners for each age division will be decided by a sudden death playoff from hole(s) to be
decided by committee, if time allows. Otherwise, ties will be broken by USGA recommended
method, Page 161 (c).

8. Close of Competition. The competition shall be deemed to have closed when all scores have
been approved by the Rules Committee. Inthe event of a playoff, the competition shall be
deemed to have closed when the playoff scores have been approved by the Rules Committee.

In addition the following conditions are in effect:

PACE OF PLAY: (Rule 6-7 Undue Delay)

Please Keep up with the group in front of you. You are deemed to be out of position if there is
more than a one (1) hole opening in front of your group AND your group is beyond your allotted
time.

1* offense: Warning-YELLOW Card

2™ offense: 1 stroke penalty-RED Card

3™ offense: 2 stoke penalty-RED Card

4™ offense: Disqualification-RED Card
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LOCAL RULES:

Out of Bounds — Defined by inside points at ground level, of: white stakes, white lines, perimeter fence
posts & perimeter roads to include as follows: Perimeter Road surrounding the golf course (left of
#1,2,5,6,13 & 14). Driving Range and Practice area left of #1 fairway. NOTE: Access roads
within the golf course are not OB unless marked by white lines.

Immovable Obstructions — Free relief for stance or swing, nearest point of relief. Asphalt area on right
side of #4 included

Flower Bed & Asphalt Area #6 — Free Relief from flower bed and asphalt area in the back of the #6
green. Use drop zone provided

Embedded Ball Trough the Green: Through the green, a ball that is embedded in it’s own
pitch-mark in the ground may be lifted, without penalty, cleaned and dropped as near as possible
to where it lay not nearer the hole.

Power Lines #13 & #14 Hole: If a ball strikes the overhead power line the ball MUS'T be
replayed and the original ball abandoned (NO Penalty)

Etiquette
1. Help fellow competitors locate golf balls.
2. Properly Rake all bunkers
3. Repair ball marks and divots
4. Please be sure to thank ALL volunteers; scorekeepers, spotters (if any), shuttles (if any),

players assistants, rules officials, score table, score board, starters.
